CALL TO ORDER

Councilman Weinstein suggested a community letter or posting something on the web site.  Mayor 
Ackerman asked the Clerk to post the monthly police report on the City web site. 
 
Paul Rich, 1645 E. Northwood Dr. informed the Council he had not even met the new Police Chief yet.

Attorney Bredeson informed the Council he and Rand Wichman had met with Peter Cooper to review 
his plans for single family housing and explained that he is not able to do a PUD.  Attorney Bredeson 
explained if Mr. Cooper utilized the .33 acre he could have 3 lots if he annexed into the City.
