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CITY OF HAYDEN LAKE 
MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

FEBRUARY 6, 2018 
 
CALL TO ORDER 
 
Mayor Beck called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. Council members present were Ed Graves, Jim 
Ackerman and Tommy Frey. Council member Dan Baker was absent. Chief Johnson and Rand Wichman 
were present as a representative of the Council.  Bob Toriano was present as a visitor. Clerk Hagman 
recorded the minutes of the meeting. 
 
Mayor Beck led the pledge of allegiance. 
 
AGENDA/CONSENT AGENDA 
 
Councilman Ackerman moved to approve the agenda and the consent agenda including the minutes of 
January 2, 2018 and the invoices for payment.  Councilman Frey seconded the motion.  The motion 
carried. 
 
CITIZEN CONCERNS 
 
Mayor Beck addressed the letter received from Sharla Harris, 2971 E. Ponderosa Ln. regarding the snow 
plowing.  Ms. Harris informed the Council in her letter that on January 4th she slid down the road and 
into a mailbox doing damage to her car.  City police officer helped her, however, she feels the street has 
been neglected and should have been de-iced or graveled better and would like the city to maintain the 
roads and intersections better. 
 
Clerk Hagman informed the Council she called Mr. Acker and he went to Pt. Hayden and sanded and 
kept an eye on it for the next few days.  Mayor Beck directed Clerk Hagman to speak with Mr. Acker 
about the plowing in Pt. Hayden and to watch the intersections closely. 
 
Next, a letter received from Idaho Fish and Game was received regarding the deer trapping along with a 
letter of complaint about how it was being done.  Councilman Ackerman explained the trap in Pt. 
Hayden has been removed and the trapping will continue to the end of the month.  Mr. Toriano felt the 
trapping was helping and the deer population was down. 
 
Councilman Ackerman spoke with Gordon Wilson who said he would remove the deer live and dispose 
at another location.  Clerk Hagman was asked to reinforce the Fish and Game permit requirements with 
Mr. Wilson.  
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
Rand Wickman discussed the city’s comprehensive plan and informed the Mayor and Council he was 
missing Appendix A from the plan.  Mr. Wichman stated he called Hoffman and Assoc. with no luck on 
acquiring Appendix A.  Mr. Wichman felt by trying to change the capital improvement plan with the 
development impact fee would be to re-write it.  Mr. Wichman informed the Council there is not much 
in the comprehensive plan for policy guidance and feels the City can do better with the plan.  Mayor 
Beck questioned if an amendment would address this.   
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Mr. Wickman felt a new chapter on land use and population would be appropriate.  Mayor Beck asked 
how soon this could be drafted and Mr. Wichman stated he could have it done by the first week of April 
and he would leave the area of city impact alone.  Councilman Graves asked what would be needed to 
put this into effect.  Attorney Bredeson informed the Council there would need to be a public hearing. 
 
Mayor Beck directed Mr. Wichman to start with the comprehensive plan amendment and review the 
capital improvement plan. 
 
Councilman Graves moved to approve the Mayor’s direction to Mr. Wichman, Councilman Frey 
seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 
 
CODE ENFORCEMENT 
 
Mayor Beck informed the Council he and Councilman Ackerman will be having a meeting with a person 
interested in being the city’s code enforcement officer. 
 
 POLICE 
 
Chief Johnson gave a report for the month of January, 2018 informing the Council there has not been 
much activity. 
 
ATTORNEY 
 
Attorney Bredeson discussed the Police Policy Manual and felt the Idaho manual was the best one. Chief 
Johnson agreed.  Attorney Bredeson will draft an agreement for this. 
 
FINANCIAL REPORT/TREASURERS QUARTERLY REPORT 
 
Clerk Hagman gave a financial report ending December, 2017.  The treasurer’s quarterly report was also 
given to the board for review. 
 
Councilman Graves moved to approve the financial report and the treasurer’s quarterly report.  
Councilman Ackerman seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 
 
COUNCIL COMMENTS 
 
Councilman Ackerman questioned what the intention of the development impact fees are.  Mayor Beck 
explained these fees have to be spent on street projects. 
 
ADJOURN 
 
With no further business before the Council, at 5:45 p.m. Councilman Frey moved to adjourn, seconded 
by Councilman Graves.
